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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT 

 

 THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT is entered into by and between the 

EAST LYCOMING SCHOOL DISTRICT, with its principle offices located at 349 Cemetery 

Street; Hughesville, PA  17737 hereinafter referred to as -------------------------------------------------

the “District”  

AND  

The Borough of Hughesville, collectively referred to hereinafter as ----------------------------

-----the “Law Enforcement Agencies.” 

WHEREAS, at its regularly scheduled meeting held on October 11, 2022 the District’s 

Board of School Directors approved an agreement with BusPatrol America, LLC to provide a stop 

arm signal arm enforcement system on each bus pursuant to 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(g) for the 

purpose of enforcing violations of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345, which prohibits the driver of a vehicle from 

meeting or overtaking any school bus stopped on a highway or trafficway flashing its red signal 

lights.  This agreement is referred to hereinafter as the “BusPatrol Agreement”; and  

WHEREAS, 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(h,1) further authorizes the District to enter an 

intergovernmental agreement with the Law Enforcement Agencies to enforce violations of 75 

Pa.C.S.A. §3345 captured using an automated stop signal arm enforcement system (“the BusPatrol 

System”) through the issuance of a civil penalty; and  

WHEREAS, the District and Law Enforcement Agencies mutually desire to enter into such 

an intergovernmental agreement pursuant to 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(h.1). 

NOW THEREFORE, intending to be legally bound hereby, the parties agree as follows: 

1.   Authority/Jurisdiction to Enforce Violations 

A.  For any violation of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345 captured by the BusPatrol System that occurs 

within the boundaries of the (Law Enforcement Agencies) shall have primary authority/jurisdiction 

to enforce the violation and the Pennsylvania State Police shall have secondary 

authority/jurisdiction.   
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B. For any violation of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345 captured by the BusPatrol System that occurs 

within the boundaries of (Law Enforcement Agency) shall have primary authority/jurisdiction to 

enforce the violation and the Pennsylvania State Police shall have secondary authority/jurisdiction.   

C. For any violation of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345 captured by the BusPatrol System that occurs 

within the boundaries of (Law Enforcement Agency) shall have primary authority/jurisdiction to 

enforce the violation and the Pennsylvania State Police shall have secondary authority/jurisdiction.   

D. For any violation of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345 captured by the BusPatrol System that occurs in 

any area that does not have its own local police department, the District, itself or through 

delegation to its stop arm signal arm enforcement system vendor, may request the Pennsylvania 

State Police to review the evidence package and enforce the violation.  The Pennsylvania State 

Police shall also have the authority/jurisdiction to enforce a violation that is witnessed by an officer 

of the Pennsylvania State Police.   

E. (Law Enforcement Agency) only has the authority/jurisdiction to enforce a violation of 75 

Pa.C.S.A. §3345 if the Sheriff or a Sheriff’s Deputy witnesses the violation.   

2. Responsibilities of Law Enforcement Agencies 

The law enforcement agency enforcing a civil violation of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345 captured by 

the BusPatrol System shall adhere to the requirements of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1, as well as any 

other applicable laws or rules of procedure.  As part of its responsibilities, the law enforcement 

agency enforcing the violation shall:   

A. Prepare and file the evidence certificate and package identified in 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(d). 

B.  Adhere to 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(e)2(i), (e)(2)(ii), and (e)(2)(iii) regarding the use and 

disclosure of information relating to violations.   

C.  Pursuant to 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(h.2): 

 (i) Review submitted evidence from the manufacturer or vendor of the automated stop 

signal arm enforcement system to determine if there is sufficient evidence that a violation 

under section 3345 occurred and electronically certify the notice of violation. 
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(ii) Provide information to a school district related to the police or police department's 

capacity to view and authorize the notice of violation. 

D.  Comply with the “notice of violations, fines, and contests” provisions stated in 75 Pa.C.S.A. 

§3345.1(i.1) and Section 1.8 of the BusPatrol Agreement. 

E.   Appear as needed at all court proceedings held before a Magisterial District Judge or any 

other court regarding a violation and ensure that the law enforcement receives its $25 share of the 

civil penalty. 

F.   Adhere to the requirements of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(c)(4) that the civil violation shall not  

 

 (i) be deemed a criminal conviction; 

 

(ii) be made part of the operating record of the individual upon whom the penalty is 

imposed under section 1535 (relating to schedule of convictions and points); 

 

(iii) be the subject of merit rating for insurance purposes; or 

 

(iv) authorize imposition of surcharge points in the provision of motor vehicle insurance 

coverage. 

 

G.  Adhere to the provisions in the BusPatrol Agreement that pertain to the responsibilities of 

law enforcement including, but not limited to, Sections 1.8, 4.1.9, and 5.2.   

 

3. Responsibilities of the District 

The District shall work with BusPatrol to meet all requirements imposed on the District and 

BusPatrol pursuant to 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1.  As part of its responsibilities, the District shall:   

A. Coordinate with BusPatrol to provide the law enforcement agency enforcing the violation 

with written documentation that the side stop signal arm enforcement system was operating 

correctly at the time of the alleged violation and a copy of any video evidence of the alleged 

violation.   

B. Pursuant to 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(h), coordinate with Bus Patrol to provide the following to 

the law enforcement agency enforcing the violation:   
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 (i) A copy of the recorded image showing the vehicle. 

 (ii) The license plate number and state of issuance of the motor vehicle. 

 (iii) The date, time and place of the alleged violation. 

4.         Criminal Proceedings 

 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.1(c)(3) provides that the vehicle operator shall not be liable for the civil 

penalty if the operator is also criminally convicted of the same violation under 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345.  

Therefore, the Law Enforcement Agencies agree that a vehicle operator’s first offenses for a 

violation of 75 Pa.C.S.A. §3345 shall be enforced as a civil penalty only pursuant to 75 Pa.C.S.A. 

§3345.1.  Any subsequent offenses by the same operator may, at law enforcement’s discretion, be 

enforced through a civil penalty or through criminal proceedings.   

5. Term & Termination 

 This Agreement shall remain in effect so long as the BusPatrol Agreement remains in effect 

and shall automatically terminate upon the expiration of the term, or the termination of, the 

BusPatrol Agreement.     

6.   Amendments 

This Agreement may be amended, modified, or waived only by written agreement signed 

by the all of the parties hereto.

Field Turf Maintenance Program

East Lycoming School District

In order to ensure the safest playing and visually pleasing sports experience for the student and

spectators for our athletic events here in the district, the following FIELD TURF MANAGEMENT

PLAN was developed by myself in conjunction with PENN STATE AG TURF DEPARTMENT.

The plan will be broken down into 2 sections.  Every day/year general recommendations, as well

as a rolling off year plan.

Basics:  Every day/year recommendations

1. Mowing should be done once a week, and even during the off season, grass should be

kept at or near game level.  The only exception to that is the grass on the soccer field.

Off season height on soccer should be kept around 2 ½ inches.  Football and softball

should be kept between 2-2 ½ at all time.  This will allow the grass to actually cool itself

in the hot sun of the off season.

2. Soccer field heights during the season should be kept around 1 ½”.  I understand coaches

want the grass to be around ¾ of an inch, this is very harmful to the grass under a

blazing sun and can cause the grass to die instead of going dormant.  The off-season

height is designed to allow for 2 small cuttings before obtaining game height.  Grass

should never be cut more than a third of its height at once.  Use several cuttings over

several days to a week to obtain proper height if needed.

3. Springtime procedures should be as follows.  At least 10 soil samples should be taken

covering each field at various locations.  Samples should be at least 2 ½ inches long to be

sure that the root structure is intact.  Remove the dirt from the samples, and send them

to PENN STATE AG TURF department for analysis.  While awaiting the results to return,

this is the best time to take care of your weed control.  Avoid, if possible, pre or post

emergent crab grass control products, instead opting for a product such as Tenacity or

similar, that can be applied before or directly after seeding without damaging the seeds.

Other weed control can be done at this time as well.  Once the proper time on the broad

leaf control has elapsed, the fields should be aerated and slice seeded.  Watering every

day for 21 days and every week as needed after that.  Once the new grass is established,

the recommendations from testing results can be applied.

4. End of season final prep before winter should be just a standard weed and feed

application.  However, this must be done before the ground freezes or the application

will be totally wasted.

5. Over seeding.  The best practice for over seeding during the season can actually get very

expensive and is not necessarily needed all the time.  With that being said, it is



recommended that football fields be over seeded between the hash marks weekly

during the season and any bare spots that show up.  This will allow the grass to continue

to replenish and help the field look better.  Soccer fields should be over seeded at the

heaviest traffic areas, like goal areas and such weekly.  If natural rain is in short supply,

continue watering plan throughout the season.

6. Watering.  When establishing new grass after slice seeding, water should be applied

every day for about 21 days.  This time period allows the seeds to germinate and the

roots to take hold.  DO NOT MOW DURING THIS PERIOD.  Commercial mowers will pull

new shoots right out of the ground.  Use 2-3 mowings after this time to establish proper

grass height. Once established, fields really only require about 1” of water a week,

unless it is extremely hot and/or dry.  The best water source is a light steady rain, but

that is not always practical.  The next efficient manor is a sprinkler system that can

control the flow, pressure and volume of applied water.  The least efficient is a rain train,

since it only does a small slice of the field at a time and can take several hours to make a

pass.  Rarely do these units produce enough moisture to reach the bottom of the roots

where the strongest growth is needed.  Shallow watering like this will give you green

grass, but if the bottom of the roots are not watered, they weaken and die.  Your grass

blades will be more brittle and easily damaged.  What makes it even worse, while we

turn the rain trains on in the morning, they are likely to run most of the day, even during

the hottest time of the day under full sun.  The well water is usually 30 to 40 degrees

cooler than the temp of the field.  This actually produces extra stress on the grass.  The

optimal time to water fields is anytime from 6 pm to 10 am, when the daily sun is not at

its peak.

7. Decompaction.  While not totally necessary every year, it is recommended that athletic

fields be decompacted at least every other year.  In this case, I would recommend using

a process called shockwave decompaction every 2 years.  This will break up the soil

under the grass without damage, allowing for better drainage and water infiltration.  The

deeper the water can go down, the stronger the roots are.

8. Rolling.  I have never agreed with rolling athletic fields do to the compaction ratio of

heavy rollers.  They will not flatten a field.  They will however, extend some of the rolls

while lowering the crown a bit.  It can also increase the dip on the downside of a bump.

Compacting the soil makes the soil denser and much harder to play on.  It also prevents

proper drainage and field watering, as the compacted soil will allow the water to run off

before it can drain down.

ODD YEAR FIELD TREATMENT

Odd year treatment, is quite similar to every day/yearly plan with several differences.



1. Follow above sections 1, 2 and 3 at the start.

2. You don’t need to aerate.

3. You don’t need to do decompaction as outlined above.

4. The fields should be covered in properly prepared mushroom soil to a depth of ¾”.

5. A deep tine decompaction unit should then be used to drive the mushroom soil into the

ground.  This will help evenly spread the soil between the top and roots, and decompact

the field.

6. For best results, after the deep tine process, a loamy sand/soil mix should be added to

the top of the field at a depth of no more than ¼”.

7. The field should then be lightly dragged to break up any plugs left on the field and to

evenly distribute all excess materiel.  IE:  mushroom soil, dirt from plugs and loamy

sand/dirt.

8. Water the fields for several days to make sure the soil is saturated enough to absorb the

mushroom soil and loamy sand/dirt.

9. Follow the rest of the everyday yearly plans.

Schedule

1. YEAR ONE Follow the ODD YEAR treatment plan as described above, including

mushroom soil and deep tine decompaction.

2. YEAR TWO Follow the everyday/yearly plan, including shockwave decompaction.

3. YEAR THREE Follow steps one through six.  This will be all you need for this year.

4. YEAR FOUR Start over at year one procedures, and continue on rotation.

ESTIMATED COSTS

1. Mushroom soil.  At about 30 yards per acre, you would need 75 yards to do all three

fields.  Cost $4050.00

2. Delivery of soil, and equipment to do the work, $7000.00

3. Shockwave decompaction $1300.00 per day

4. Fertilizing, crab grass control and other broadleaf control is conditioned to market

forces.

Final annual cost would be set by the board as part of the annual budget development and

approval process.
