Additional information will also be available on the web site to
assist the community in understanding the project. The Act 34 hearing will be held on Tuesday, October
18th at 6PM in the High School library.

Information:

The district recently met with a transportation company that installs stop-arm security cameras on
school buses. Mrs. Burke will review the proposal with the board but we are not requesting action at
this time. The cameras would be at no cost to the district and the company will process fines, in the
form of civil citations, to any vehicle that drives through a bus red stop light. The district has received
notices from bus drivers about 7 times of this occurring this year.

1. Subscription to ADM. Customer has issued the Customer Purchase Order No. identified above (“Initial Purchase Order”) for
the use of ADM. This Agreement constitutes Customer’s subscription to use, and grants to Customer the right to use, ADM for the
number of ADM student licenses, and for the period or term, specified in the Initial Purchase Order and in any subsequent purchase
orders expressly made subject to this Agreement by reference to the Use Agreement No. set forth above (“Subsequent Purchase Orders”™).

2. Scope. During the Term, Customer may enter into ADM data relating to students, Acadience assessments, and other assessment
or educational data (“Customer Data”). All Customer Data is the property of Customer, is controlled by Customer, and will be accessible
to Customer during the Term (including for purposes of deletion and modification pursuant to Section 4 below ) and during the Export
Period (as provided in Section 8 below). Customer Data is available to ALI only for the purposes described in Section 3 of this
Agreement, and in no event will ALI (a) use Customer Data to target advertising to students; (b) use Customer Data to amass a profile
of a student, except as necessary to provide the ADM service to Customer; (c) sell, rent, or trade Customer Data for commercial purposes
except as permitted by state and federal law; or (d) otherwise release or disclose Customer Data except as described in this Agreement.

Act 34 Resolution

Background. The School District has determined that additional and improved school facilities
are required for the pupils of the School District, and has authorized preliminary steps to plan
for renovations and additions to the Ashkar Elementary School (the “Project”). The
Pennsylvania Public School Code, including amendments made pursuant to Act 34 of 1973
(the “School Code”), requires that a public hearing be held prior to the construction of, or the
entering into a contract to construct, a new school building or a substantial addition to an
existing school building. In accordance with the School Code, a public hearing is required to
be held in connection with the project. The School Code requires that a notice of such public
hearing be advertised at least twenty (20) days before such hearing and that certain
information be made available at such hearing and that certain financial information be
available for inspection by interested citizens during the period of such advertisement.

RESOLVED, by the Board of School Directors of the School District (the “Board”):

1. The Board authorizes a public hearing to be held in connection with the Project, in
accordance with the requirements of the School Code in the library of Hughesville
High School, 349 Cemetery St, Hughesville, PA on October 18th at 6:00 pm.

2. The Board authorizes advertising the Notice of Hearing, in substantially the form
presented to the Board at this meeting, in accordance with the requirements of the
School Code.

3. The Board authorizes and approves a “maximum building construction cost” of
$19,828,450 and a “maximum project cost” of $21,414,726 in connection with the
Project.

4, The Board authorizes and approves preparation of a description of the Project in
accordance with prior decisions of this Board, and the Secretary of the Board of School
Directors is hereby directed to make copies of such description of the Project available
to interested citizens requesting the same at the place and during reasonable hours
stated in the Notice of Public Hearing.

5. The Board authorizes McCormick Law Firm, solicitor and Eckert, Seamans, Cherin, &
Mellott bond counsel of the School District, to perform such acts on behalf of the School
District as may be necessary in connection with the Project.

6. The Board authorizes the firm of MAROTTA/MAIN ARCHITECTS, architects of the
School District, to perform such acts, on behalf of the School District, as may be
necessary in connection with the project.
